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Currently, local authorities have closed barber shops due to the Coronavirus, making it impossible to
have one’s hair cut before Pesach. Normally, hair may not be cut on Chol HaMoed. However, should the
situation be resolved during Chol HaMoed, it will be permissible to do so this year. Halacha provides
for an exception in circumstances where an obstacle, that was obvious to all of the people in the

neighborhood, made it impossible for an individual to have his hair cut before Yom Tov.

In the event that the situation continues into the days of Sefira, but ends before Lag B'Omer, even those
who normally observe the customary mourning during the “first days” of Sefira may cut their hair,

provided that it has been at least two months since their last haircut.
